CLOTHING  Weather Appropriate Clothing. New Zealand weather can be unpredictable. Pack layers, including: 

• Lightweight clothing for warm days        • Waterproof jacket 

• Comfortable Shoes: for walking and outdoor activities     • Warm sweater or jackets for cooler evenings 

 
STUDY MATERIALS 

• Notebooks/Pens: ETC will provide you with notebook and a pen but you can bring your own if you like. 

• Dictionary or Electronic Dictionary: we have English-English dictionaries at ETC, however, you can bring your own if you like.

New Zealand: A Land of Natural Wonders and Rich Culture 
New Zealand, known as Aotearoa in the Māori language (meaning "Land of the Long 
White Cloud"), is a stunning island nation. It is renowned for its breathtaking           
landscapes and vibrant Māori culture. New Zealand is a paradise for nature lovers,    
adventurers and those seeking a unique cultural experience. 

 

Population 
Approximately 5.2 million people (as of 2023), making it one of the least densely     
populated countries in the world. 
Nickname: New Zealanders are called Kiwis 

 

Languages 
We have three official languages which are English, Te Reo Māori (the Māori language) 
and New Zealand Sign Language (NZSL). 

 

Geography 
The country consists of two main islands; the North Island and the South Island. New 
Zealand also has many smaller islands located just offshore of the main islands.  
Longest place name: Taumatawhakatangihangaoauauotameteaturipukakapikimaun-
gahoronukupo-kaiwhenuakitanatahu is the longest place name in any English speaking 
country in the world! 

 

Seasons 
Summer: December to February  
Autumn: March to May   
Winter: June to August   
Spring: September to November  

January and February are the warmest months, and July is the coldest month of the year. In 
summer, the average maximum temperature ranges between 20-30ºC (70-90°F) and in 
winter between 10-15ºC (50-60°F). New Zealand weather can change unexpectedly – as 
the song says, you can experience four seasons in one day!
